Barbara County Education Office’s annual conference Parents Are Teachers by
providing transportation and workshop registration fees for the parents. The
conference offers parents a number of different workshops and hands-on opportunities
to learn practical parenting skills and to hear about current issues in education.
#The Isla Vista Liaison’s Office provided transportation and translation services for
Isla Vista parents to attend the Bilingual Parent Committee meetings hosted by the
Santa Barbara School District. This committee provided opportunities for Spanish-
speaking Isla Vista parents to receive and exchange information about their children
at the junior high and high school level.

#The Isla Vista Liaison’s Office’s “Understanding the Community” program
provided translating and interpreting services throughout the year. Translators
distributed information and facilitated meetings that covered issues pertaining to the
IV community. This program helped the Spanish-speaking population better

#Funded by the Office of Student Life and the Vice Chancellor-Student Affairs
Office, the Office of the Isla Vista Liaison continued to hold monthly Latino Parent
Nights at the Isla Vista Elementary School. The project targeted Latino Spanish-
speaking parents living in Isla Vista and included children who attended either Isla
Vista Elementary School or kindergarten at Brandon School. The eight formal LPN
meetings that took place between October and June of the 1998-99 academic year
were conducted entirely in Spanish, as most of the participating parents spoke little or
no English. The meetings involved guest speakers from the community who
discussed issues relevant to the families and children. The meetings included reports
and school news from Principal Steve Flores and teachers, discussions of curriculum,
instruction and advice on communicating with children, reading techniques, math
games, and information on services offered by IV Mediation, the Medical Clinic, and
community support services. The program concluded at the end of the year with a
picnic. One UCSB student was involved with this project and 300 people from the
Spanish-speaking community in IV benefited from this program.

¢ The University continued to own and manage Westgate, El Dorado and Santa Ynez
apartment complexes in Isla Vista where approximately 867 students lived. An
additional 542 students lived in UCSB Family Student Housing.

4The UCSB Housing & Residential Services (H&RS) assisted the Santa Barbara
Student Housing Cooperative in the purchase of its fourth residential property.
H&RS provided a low interest loan of $150,000 of University of California Housing
System (UCHS) revenues to support the Santa Barbara Student Housing
Cooperative's mission of providing affordable housing to UCSB Students in Isla
Vista. The UC Regents approved the loan in July of 1998, and the Co-op closed
escrow in May of 1999. The property, located at 6612 Sueno Road in Isla Vista, is a
12-bedroom apartment building providing 18 bed spaces dedicated to UCSB students.
This is the second residential property purchased by the Santa Barbara Student
Housing Cooperative with the assistance of an H&RS loan - the previous property
was purchased in October of 1994.

*The CHO offered low-cost subscription for inclusion on a list of local hotels
that went out to about 3,000 student, faculty and staff over the course of the
year. A total of 44 hotels and motels throughout the Santa Barbara area used
this service.
*The CHO provided a list of local childcare facilities at no cost to local
businesses. This free service provided information on 38 childcare facilities.
*The CHO provided free videotaping of property that had been severely
damaged by tenants for property managers/owners.
*The CHO organized and presented to students its comprehensive program on
renting which included information on selecting roommates, housing options,
budgeting, leasing, sub-leasing and related housing issues.
*The CHO conducted extensive tabling outside of the University Center and
the campus dining commons as well as in the residence halls during winter
and spring quarters as a way to educate students on rental opportunities and
issues.

¢ Members of the Associated Students Legislative Council continued a street lighting

task force (which began in 1997-98) and conducted a thorough survey of lighting and

safety conditions in Isla Vista entitled Report: Isla Vista Lighting Project. Isla Vista
was broken down into ten parts which members of the task force then canvassed on
three separate nights; since no group covered the same area twice, each block of Isla

Vista was surveyed three times by three different groups of task force members. The

group found poles without lights, lights that weren’t functioning and obstacles such as

trees and shrubs that obscured lights and cut down their effectiveness. The task force
also found a number of areas with inadequate lighting that created areas of potential
danger. The task force included in the report places where lighting needed to be
installed and a model of street lighting (the 6600 blocks of Sabado Tarde and Del

Playa) which they recommended should be emulated throughout the rest of Isla Vista.

# A safety plan called “Safety 2000” was formulated by the Associated Students

Internal Vice President. Taking into consideration the crime trends on campus and in

Isla Vista, the following actions were endorsed by the Associated Students and

presented as recommendations to the campus and county officials:

* that University jurisdiction be extended to all University-affiliated structures
(including Francisco Torres, Fontainebleu, and Tropicana Gardens Residence

permanent night lights

* that the UCSB administration will immediately work to organize a more visible
campaign to educate all students on the locations and directions for usage of the
blue light phones and will continue this campaign on an annual basis and will
seek funding to do so

* that UCSB Orientation Programs will provide information on the use of blue light
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phones to all incoming students and will provide accurate statistics of rape and
sexual assault cases both in Isla Vista and on-campus

* that the UCSB administration will continue to take a pro-active stance against
crimes of sexual assault and rape in Isla Vista through efforts of increased
education and networks of support

#The Hillel Advisory Board, composed of 24 individuals, of whom three were UCSB
faculty and staff and two were UCSB students, continued its planning for the
construction of a Jewish Student Center in Isla Vista. The goal is to erect a permanent
facility to serve as a student center for UCSB Jewish students and other community
members in Isla Vista. The project involves both the purchase of approximately 3/4
of an acre from St. Michaels Church (which fronts Embarcadero Del Mar) and the
construction of a 10,000 square foot, two-story facility. Individuals in the community
have donated three million dollars of funding for this project. The first floor will
consist of a sanctuary that can seat approximately 140 persons, a multipurpose room,
student lounge, student office, boardroom, kitchen and a lobby. The partial second
floor will house administrative offices and a library. The grounds will be heavily
landscaped and will include areas for active and passive recreation. A 28-space
parking lot will be constructed as part of the project. Three million dollars of funding
has been donated from individuals in the Santa Barbara community. Hillel has over
200 UCSB students regularly involved in its various programs.

# Professors Betsy Brennar and Richard Duran in the Graduate School of Education
have developed the “Isla Vista Teen Center Computer Club”. For the last two years
they have helped set up the computer lab and planned educational programs. They
have served as members of the Computer Advisory Committee to assist in planning
the computer lab and looking for resources to support it. In the summer of 1998 four
new multimedia computers and a printer were donated to the Teen Center to initiate
its computer lab activities. Towards the end of the year a second printer was donated
to the Teen Center. Various kinds of software was also purchased for these computers
over the year. For the past school year a teacher at the Isla Vista Elementary School
(Victor Reyes) has been paid to work two afternoons a week at the Teen Center with
students from his class to extend their school-based activities in designing web pages,
using spread sheets and doing word processing. A UCSB undergraduate was also
paid to work in the computer lab four days a week documenting the kinds of activities
undertaken by the students and providing assistance to students working on
computers. The primary beneficiaries of the program were sixth grade students from
Isla Vista School. About 15 of these students attended on a weekly basis and another
15 attended sporadically. In addition, Mr. Reyes held evening classes for the parents
of the students with about four parents a week attending. Funding for these activities
came from the UCLinks grant from the UC Office of the President. Expenditures for
the Teen Center in the 1998-99 academic year included about $10,000 for equipment,
$1,000 for software and $7000 for salaries.

Continued support of this program is planned for the coming academic year. Mr.
Reyes has become more actively involved with the Teen Center himself and is acting
as director of educational activities for the lab and has begun active fundraising in
order to buy more equipment.

Five girls from Isla Vista participated in the program. Presentations offered included:
a talk given by a female professor of geology, a photography workshop, and a self-
defense demonstration offered by the Women’s Center.

The internship program involved 9 UCSB undergraduates
and 50-80 IV teens and parents.

Student coordinators for the event
were assisted by University organizations who helped publicize the event and
encouraged pre-sale tickets.
# Kristin Lovelace, a university employee and a graduate student in the Department of
Psychology, gave out helium filled balloons to children in IV as they headed home
after attending a summer program for low-income children.

CADA (California Association of Directors of Activities), and the Professional
Women’s Association sponsored “The Backpack Project,” which provided school
supplies for low-income children. The 600 middle and high school students who
participated in the CADA leadership conference held at UCSB learned how to plan
community service projects by supporting this particular project. The three groups
collected over 100 backpacks and 300 kits of school supplies from UCSB students,
staff and faculty for needy children. The MultiCultural Center, Graduate Student
Association, and the UCSB Bookstore also provided support for this project.
#The A.S. Community Affairs Board held Tay Sachs Disease testing for the UCSB
and Isla Vista communities. CAB targeted biology classes and campus organizations
including sororities and fraternities, placed advertisements in the Daily Nexus, sent
notices to people on their “Health & Medical” mailing list, and used CLAS tutors to
spread information about the testing. CAB recruited biology majors to volunteer to
administer the test and, as a result, community members who were carriers were
located and notified of their condition.

#The A.S. Community Affairs Board sponsored a program in which residents of
Friendship Manor and UCSB students went out to dinner after attending the Santa

¢ Located on Isla Vista Recreation and Park District land, the Teen Center, which
UCSB helped to found in 1997, and has continued to support, served much broader
community functions than just teen activities. Several buildings served as a quasi-
community center complex in lieu of a dedicated center. Both the Isla Vista Theater
and the IV/UCSB Services Center, which are either owned or leased by the
University, were open for public use. (Please refer to CC05)

4 Among other programs, the Center provides the following services for Isla Vista

youth:

* Tutoring Sessions: Held Monday through Thursday from 4:00pm-6:30pm at
no cost, each session was designed to help a certain age group and/or grade
level. Tutors, many of whom were bilingual, were available to students from
the fifth through twelfth grade. At the end of the year, an awards program
was held for the students who participated in the tutoring program.
Approximately 50 parents and children attended.

*Computer Lab: Available to all youth who were registered with the Teen
Center program. The computer lab was available to Isla Vista youth for
homework, classes/tutorials and internet usage. Computer classes were also
available to parents.

*Adult Education: Targeted to young Isla Vista adults ages 17-20, the
program aggressively worked with high school dropouts to help them earn
their GEDs (General Equivalency Degree). The program offered
transportation to the Wake Center and GED support services as well as
scholarships for books to those students who demonstrated a consistent
attendance record. Additionally, weekly transportation was provided for 5-10
teens for computer classes at UCSB and 6-10 teens for the “Computers in our
Future” program held at the Schott Center.

*Mi Gente Gang Intervention Program: This program encouraged interaction
between Isla Vista teens and teens from other parts of Santa Barbara in the
hopes of decreasing tensions between teens living in different geographic
areas. Teens attended Primo Boxing events and programs at the East Side
Boys and Girls Club and Girls Inc. of Greater Santa Barbara. Intramural
sports matches (such as flag football, handball, and basketball) were
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community centers.

organized with other at-risk youth from the Carpinteria, Santa Barbara
East/Westsides, and Goleta communities. Ten to twelve gang members from
the Isla Vista Community were involved in the program.
*Recreation: Arts and crafts, sporting events and local field trips were
offered to all teens who attended the Teen Center. On the weekend, dances,
movie nights, and other activities were offered as alternatives to partying in
Isla Vista. Teens who have completed a required amount of tutoring and
community service hours are also eligible to participate in special field trips
(such as camping at Cachuma Lake, a day at Magic Mountain, etc.). A three-
day camp at Rancho la Scherpa was organized for 30 children, their parents,
and staff and a field trip for the “ropes course” at Camp Whittier. All events
were always drug and alcohol free. During the summer of 1999, the Isla
Vista Teen Center Soccer League was organized and involved over 100
young people and their families. Additionally, from June 21 though August
27, the Community Action Commission Summer Lunch Program brought
lunch to 100 teens a day at the Center .

¢ Approximately 140 Isla Vista youth received services from the Teen Center during

the 1998-99 year, and achieved the following accomplishments:
*70% of the teens in the Tutoring Program who were earning a GPA of 3.0 or
lower raised their GPA by a 1/2 of a grade point.
*45% of the teens spent at least two hours a month doing community service
activities.

# Professor Mark Juergensmeyer, from the Department of Sociology, held
undergraduate and graduate seminars in his Isla Vista home during the 1998-99 year
and had a large undergraduate reception at the end of every quarter.

#Political Science graduate student, Marisela Marquez taught the course Field
Research in Isla Vista (Chicano Studies 192A/B, Field Research) at UCSB during
winter quarter 1998 and spring quarter, 1999. The course introduced UCSB
undergraduate students to issues affecting the Latino population in Isla Vista and
provided an academic setting to examine social problems in the Isla Vista Latino
community. The resulting interactions between Latino community members and
UCSB students produced an incipient body of knowledge that will provide a
foundation of data upon which a more effective system of service delivery to Latino
community members may be built. Professor Francisco Lomeli, the Chair the
Department of Chicano Studies and Professor Denise Segura, the Director of the
Center for Chicano Studies were the faculty sponsors.

# Professors Richard Duran and Mary Brenner of UCSB's Graduate School of
Education oversaw the "Electronic Learning Collaborative Project" at Isla Vista
Elementary School, in Collaboration with teachers Francisca Escobar and Victor
Reyes. Program participants had children enrolled at Isla Vista Elementary School
and were from immigrant backgrounds. The goals of the project were to familiarize
children with the use of computers to perform learning tasks and to introduce parents
to multi-media literacy and the use of the internet. The project was held at Isla Vista
Elementary school and at the Isla Vista Teen Center.

# Professor Richard Duran of UCSB's Graduate School of Education supervised the
"Classroom Culture" project at Isla Vista elementary school. The project assisted
teachers in the implementation of constructivist learning activities for children, with
special attention given to instruction which facilitated children attaining the Goleta
School District's learning goals for children. Writing samples were collected and
analyzed to establish children's learning accomplishments. Instructional strategies
implemented by teachers were sensitive to children's interests and cultural
backgrounds. The UCSB staff for the project included: one faculty member, two
postgraduate researchers (50% time), four graduate students (25-50% time), and three
undergraduate students (25% time). The project staff coordinated teacher training
workshops, conducted observations of classroom activities, and evaluated student
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learning outcomes. The staff also collaborated in authorship of research papers and
on professional presentations to audiences of teachers and researchers. The project
was sponsored by the Center for Research on Education of Students Placed At Risk at
Johns Hopkins University.

4 UCSB Sport Clubs hosted the five day “Spring Break In Isla Vista” event for Isla
Vista youth, which ran March 29-April 2, 1999. The UCSB sport clubs hosted various
sport clinics, including fencing, soccer, basketball, field hockey, lacrosse, ultimate
frisbee, roller hockey and floor hockey for the Isla Vista youth. Approximately 30
children attended this program which was also designed to strengthen the sense of
community among Isla Vista residents.

4 An Isla Vista Halloween festival was organized by the Dia de los
Muertos/Halloween Committee (with help from the Associated Students Program
Board and AS officers, the Office of Student Life, the Isla Vista Liaison’s Office and
the Isla Vista Recreation & Park District) for the community of Isla Vista. The
festival, which took place on Saturday, October 31st, featured a carnival-type
atmosphere with: food booths, a dunk tank, a high striker, an inflatable bouncer and
other games, a mask-making workshop and contest, a variety of live bands in
Anisq’Oyo Park, a costume contest, and a screening of The Rocky Horror Picture
Show in the Isla Vista Theater. Funding for the events from UCSB’s Major Events
Committee (which is coordinated by the Office of Student Life) included: $1,100.00
for the rental of Isla Vista Theater and a screening of The Rocky Horror Picture Show,
$150.00 for portable restroom facilities, and $1,023.00 to Associated Students
Program Board for festival costs (lighting, etc.).

4 A celebration was organized by the Dia de los Muertos/Halloween Committee (with
help from Associated Students, the Office of Student Life, the Isla Vista Liaison’s
Office, El Congreso, and the Isla Vista Recreation & Park District) for the community
of Isla Vista on Sunday, November 1st. The Dia de los Muertos festival was an
opportunity for celebrants to pay homage to their ancestors and strengthen their ties to
their families and friends and featured: live music from a variety of bands performing
Spanish rock, salsa, cumbias, rancheras and and live cultural performances. Funding
for the event included $1000.00 from UCSB’s Major Events Committee (run through

41n 1998-99, the College of Letters and Science Honors Program continued an eight-
year tradition of tutoring students at Isla Vista Elementary School. The student
coordinator, Hillary Young, worked closely with Mr. Steve Flores, the school
principal in organizing the tutoring. Twenty-one UCSB honors students tutored sixth-
graders both individually and in group settings. Each IV student who participated
received a certificate recognizing their efforts at the end of the year.

4 During the 1998-99 year, the student group La Escuelita provided tutoring to
elementary school age children from low-income and Spanish-speaking families that
could not assist their children with their homework. They also provided mentoring to
the children, field trips, cultural activities and ended the year with a family get
together. A total of 70 families and children were serviced. Tutoring was conducted
at St. Marks library and could accommodate about 20 children on a daily basis. The
numbers would fluctuate on a day to day basis, with different children attending. A
total of 35 to 40 children were active during the week. The children's first language
was typically Spanish and the majority of the tutors were bilingual.

#The Isla Vista Liaison’s Office organized a graduation celebration for 75 sixth grade
Isla Vista Elementary school students in June, 1999. The Liaison’s office covered the
cost of admission to the Santa Barbara Zoo and lunch and provided a bus ride to and
from the event for the students. The Santa Barbara Airport co-sponsored the event by
providing cake and refreshments.

#The Isla Vista Liaison’s Office arranged bus transportation and entrance to the
China Art Exhibit at the Santa Barbara Museum of Art for approximately 75 4
graders in October, 1999.

#The Liaison’s Office recruited 15 UCSB student and staff volunteers to assist with
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IV Elementary School’s first annual jog-a-thon in April, 1999.

#The Liaison’s Office provided UCSB student assistants to complete the cataloging
of library information into IV Elementary Schools new computer system.

#The Liaison’s Office coordinated a teacher training in collaboration with the UCSB
TransArt Bus in spring, 1999. Teachers learned about the TransArt Bus and were then
able to convey this information to their students on a tour. The bus visited IV
Elementary School, Brandon School, and Goleta Valley Junior High. Additionally, on
April 10, 1999, approximately 80 visitors entered the bus while it was stationed at
Estero Park in Isla Vista.
