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Dream Scholar Career Development Program Overview
The Dream Scholar Career Development Program will engage students in activities and workshops aimed toward obtaining career readiness. As defined by the National Association of College and Employers, career readiness is the attainment and demonstration of requisite competencies that broadly prepare college graduates for a successful transition into the workplace. These competencies include critical thinking/problem solving, oral/written communication, information technology application, teamwork/collaboration, leadership, professional/work ethic, and career management. Students who complete the program each quarter will receive a $150 scholarship per quarter involved. 
Students who participate in the Dream Scholar Career Development Program will:
· Receive personalized career counseling discussing potential career opportunities and create an individual development plan focused on accomplishing those career goals
· Identify experiences to develop their teamwork and leadership skills 
· Communicate and network with professionals and alumni in the field of their choice
· Develop a resume and cover letter, and practice interviewing skills 
· Explore graduate school and industry opportunities
